¥5 From the Pastor’s Desk
“He created them as male and female.”

According to the catechism of the Catholic Church, the marriage is a partnership between a man
and a woman for the whole of life. The book of Genesis says, “So God created man in his image:
in the image of God, he created him; male and female he created them” (Gen 1:27). Genesis
chapter 2 gives Yahwist account of creation. According to this, God created man from the dust and
placed him in the garden of Eden. He found that it is not good for the man to be alone. So He created woman out
of a rib taken from the side of man. When she was brought before the man, he said, “This at last is bone of my
bones and flesh of my flesh” (Gen 2:23). Referring to this scripture, Jesus said, “Have not you read that he made
them from the beginning male and female. For this reason, a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined
to his wife and two shall become one flesh. So, they are no longer two but one flesh. What, therefore, God has
joined together, let not man put asunder” (Mt 19:4-6).

Man and woman are physically, psychologically, and in so many other ways, complimentary to each other. The
Catechism of the Catholic Church says “Everyone, man and woman, should acknowledge and accept his sexual
identity. Physical, moral, and spiritual difference and complementarity are oriented toward the goods of
marriage and the flourishing of family life. The harmony of the couple and of society depends in part on the way
in which the complementarity, needs, and mutual support between the sexes are lived out” (No. 2333). “By
creating the human being, man and woman, God gives personal dignity equally to the one and the other. Each of
them, man and woman, should acknowledge and accept his sexual identity” (No. 2393).

The natural structure of human sexuality makes man and woman complementary partners for the transmission
of human life. In marriage, husband and wife give themselves totally to each other in their masculinity and
femininity (see CCC, no. 1643). They are equal as human beings but different as man and woman, fulfilling
each other through the expression of sexual love intended by God to serve the (continued on page 4)

“He created them as male and female.” (continued from page 1)
transmission of human life.

Same sex unions are contradictory to this nature of marriage. They cannot cooperate with God to create a new life,
and the natural purpose of sexual union can not be achieved by same sex union. So, it is wrong to equate their
relationship to a marriage. When marriage is redefined so as to make other relationships equivalent to it, the
institution of marriage is devalued and further weakened. There are people who argue that it is unjust to deny legal
status to same sex unions. Fundamentally, marriage and same sex unions are different realities. The Catechism of
the Catholic Church urges that the homosexual person "be accepted with respect, compassion, and sensitivity" (no.
2358). It also encourages chaste friendships. "Chastity is expressed notably in friendship with one's neighbor.
Whether it develops between persons of the same or opposite sex, friendship represents a great good for all" (no.
2347). All Catholics have the grave responsibility to uphold our beliefs with a well-formed conscience based on
scripture and tradition. The married couples, by their example, teach the next generation about the dignity of
marriage.
