% From the Pastor’s Desk

October - Month of Holy Rosary

In our Catholic tradition, the Month of October is especially dedicated to praying the Rosary. As usual, I
wanted to remind you about the importance of the Rosary prayer in our family life. The place where I
am from has a strong tradition of praying the rosary before the Blessed Sacrament followed by
Benediction for ten continuous days. Though there are many Marian prayers, the Rosary is considered as
the most popular devotional prayer. Though not essential to a Catholic’s spiritual life and growth, millions of
Catholics have benefited through the ages by prayerful reflection on the mysteries of the life of Christ and his mother
commemorated in the Rosary.

Pope John Paul II’s Letter on the Rosary, Rosarium Virginis Mariae of 2002 tells us that the Rosary played an
important part in his own life.

“From my youthful years this prayer has held an important place in my spiritual life...To it [ have entrusted any
number of concerns; in it [ have always found comfort. Twenty-four years ago, on 29 October 1978, scarcely two
weeks after my election to the See of Peter, I frankly admitted: “The Rosary is my favorite prayer. A marvelous
prayer! Marvelous in its simplicity and its depth...” (§2)

According to him, the Rosary is nothing other than contemplating Christ with the face of Mary (§3) and is among the
finest and most praiseworthy traditions of Christian contemplation (§5). Mary in many apparitions in the nineteenth
and twentieth centuries, especially of Lourdes and Fatima, encouraged people to pray the Rosary. At Fatima, Mary
told the children that she was the ‘Lady of the Rosary’ and asked them to pray the Rosary daily. Since that time,
praying the Rosary either as individuals or in families or groups has become a characteristic of the prayer life of many
Catholics.

The Pope says the Rosary is a prayer of and for the family. He writes, “At one time this prayer was particularly dear
to Christian families, and it certainly brought them closer together. It is important not to lose this precious inheritance.
We need to return to the practice of family prayer and prayer for families, continuing to use the Rosary.” (§41)

Which Son Did the Father’s Will?

Meditation: What kind of future are you preparing for? Jesus encourages us to think - to think about the consequences of
our choices, especially the choices and decisions that will count not just for now but for eternity as well. The choices we
make now will affect and shape our future, both our future on earth as well as in the life of the age to come.

Repaying a debt of gratitude and showing respect where it is due

Jesus tells a simple story of two imperfect sons to illustrate the way of God's kingdom. The father amply provided for his
sons food, lodging, and everything they needed. Everything the father had belonged to them as well. The father also
rewarded his sons with excellent work in his own vineyard. He expected them to show him gratitude, loyalty, and honor by
doing their fair share of the daily work.

Converting both heart and will to do what is good and pleasing to God

The "rebellious" son told his father to his face that he would not work for him. But afterwards he changed his mind and did
what his father commanded him. The "good" son said he would work for his father, but didn't follow through. He sought his
own pleasure, contrary to his father's will. Now who was really the good son? Both sons disobeyed their father - but one
repented and then did what the father told him. Jesus makes his point clear - Good intentions are not enough. And promises
don't count unless they are performed.

A transformed heart filled with gratitude and respect

God wants to change our hearts so that we will show by our speech and by our actions that we respect his will and do it. God
offers each one of us the greatest treasure possible - indestructible peace, joy, and friendship with him in his everlasting
kingdom. We can lose that treasure if we refuse the grace - the free gift of God's blessing and strength - which the Lord
Jesus has won for us through his victory on the cross. The Lord Jesus fills us with the gift of the Holy Spirit who works in
and through us for the glory of God. Do you seek to please God and respect his will and loving plan for your life? Allow the
Holy Spirit to fill your heart with the peace, joy, and righteousness of God's kingdom (Romans 14:17).
